STEP 1 - VALANCE INSTALLATION (If Ordered)

« Valance must be installed as a first step before the Roller Shade. If you didn’t order a Valance proceed to Step 2.

« In order to ensure the shade does not fall out of the brackets,
it is critical that the idler pin is securely compressed by
at least 1/4” upon installation. If pin is too loose, shade may

fall out of brackets. If pin is compressed too tightly,
shade may not operate properly. To prevent this, please

ensure brackets are installed the exact width ordered.

e End caps are not required when installing a valance or for

inside mount installation.

Idler pin must compress at least 1/4” to ensure
shade is properly secured in the brackets.

BRACKET INSTALLATION
Brackets can be positioned for inside mount or outside mount installations. Install the brackets according
to L or R side controls.

STEP 3 - SHADE INSTALLATION
(SPRINGDRIVE | WANDCONTROL | E-TOUCH | CHAINGUARD)

A - Insert the control-end bracket lip into the control
side.

B - The idler end has a spring-loaded pin that allows
it fo compress in/out. Compress the pin and insert the
idler-end into the idler-end bracket.

STEP 3 - SHADE INSTALLATION

(FREEMOTION)

A - Partially install the control-end into the control
bracket. Remove pin from control-end when secured.

Removing the pin will release
spring tension making the shade inoperable.

B - Insert the idler-end into the idler-end bracket.
Ensure the control spring is compressed a minimum of
1/2" for proper operation.

STEP 4 - AFFIX U-CLIP TO WALL (CHAINGUARD™ ONLY)

CHILD/SAFETY CHAIN TENSIONER INSTALLATION

If preferred, the U-Clip can be affixed to the wall to prevent the chain from swaying. Position the U-Clip so it does not
interfere with the travel of the shade. Chain should be tight, but not under stress when U-Clip is affixed fo the wall.

To do so, remove the screw at the front of the U-Clip and gently pry the cover off. Using the wall screw provided, screw
the back cover into the wall (fig.A). Ensuring the chain is resting properly in the U channel of the U-clip, snap the front
cover back on and secure the smaller screw to hold both pieces together (fig.B). Do not twist the chain. ChainGuard™
will rest on U-Clip as shown.

To operate the shade slide ChainGuard™ up and hold, exposing the chain. Use the exposed chain to raise or lower
your shade accordingly.

STEP 5 - TENSION ADJUSTMENT (FREEMOTION ONLY)

Tension Adjustment

*Tension can be adjusted by rotating the dial located on left side of shade (right side for reverse roll).
e If shade is raising on its own, loosen the tension by turning the dial clockwise.

o If shade is lowering on its own, increase tension by turning the dial counter-clockwise.

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FABRIC ADJUSTMENT MAINTENANCE & CARE

If telescoping occurs, roll your shade down a few inches
pass the window sill and place tape on the fabric as

close to the top as possible on the side you want to bring
down. Repeat this process as many times as necessary by
layering the tape.

Fabrics can be periodically dusted using a soft cloth,
feather duster, or vacuum cleaner with brush attachment.
If staining does occur, most fabrics can be cleaned using
a soft cloth with water or a mild soap detergent. Any
detergent or cleaning product should be tested on a small
area prior to cleaning the fabric. Do NOT use abrasives or
harsh cleansers as they can damage the fabric. Dab with
a cloth or towel to prevent water spots and roll shade
down to the window sill to allow the fabric to air-dry.
